

Everyone is trying to clean their yards and empty out those unwanted items so it’s time for yard sales and such!  Please keep in mind, that there is an ordinance prohibiting the placement of signs of any kind on any city right of way or on any poles.  Signs will be removed by the Abatement Officer.   Save time and money by placing them, with permission, in neighbors yards.  

 

Those leaves that keep falling from the trees - please put them in bags and the City will gladly pick them up on your appointed day.  The Street Sweeper is NOT designed to pick up leaves - so therefore, please do not blow them into the streets.  This only causes problems in drainage in storms drains.

 

In addition, the City of Metropolis has a No Burning Ordinance.  Simply put, residents are not to burn landscape, garbage, agricultural or domicile waste.  However, it is not considered a nuisance for legitimate campfire, recreational and cooking purposes, or in domestic fireplaces allowing the burning of fuels, including wood.  
Time to trim your trees?  Just a reminder that if you hire a Commercial Tree Trimmer, they must remove and haul off the limbs and debris.
